Location 

Hankley Common, car park grid ref SU888411      Orienteering signs from grid ref SU907437

Directions


At the time of preparing these details the road through Thursley was marked as being closed for 6 weeks, while a traffic calming scheme was being constructed.  Leave the A3 at the junction with the B3001, signposted Elstead.  After about 2 ½ miles, in the centre of Elstead, follow O signs and turn south onto Thursley Road.  Follow the road south for 2 miles and immediately after a very sharp 90o right hand bend turn right onto a military road leading into the car park.

 
Parking 

Parking is mainly on hard-standing and is limited.  Please share cars where possible.  There is a charge of £1 per vehicle and this will be collected at the car park entry point; 
Registration and Enquiries

If you have pre entered and have your own SI card there is no need to go to Registration.  

Registration for on the day entries is open between 09.30-11.30.  Enquiries will be open from 09.30 until the finish closes.
Facilities in car park


Registration, Start, Finish, Toilets, O-Trader and St John Ambulance in the car park.  

Pre Entries for Trophy/Age Group courses

If you have pre entered and included an envelope for final details, this should contain, in addition to these details, information showing start times for each competitor on your entry form and control descriptions.  If you have requested to hire a SI card this should be collected from Enquiries at Registration.

If you have pre entered and not requested posted final details, your course and start time are given on the SLOW website.  Please check your details.

If your entry details are incorrect or you have any start time queries, please immediately direct these to Peter Huzan (see final page).

Late entries and entry on day for Trophy/Age Group courses

OK Nuts Trophy/Badge classes may be entered late while overprinted maps remain but it must be noted that some courses have very few spare maps.  Entry charges on final page.

Late Entries may be booked by contacting Peter Huzan (see final page) but your map will not be reserved/start time given until a payment has been received prior to the event. 

Alternatively turn up on the day but there is no guarantee of a map/start time being available.

Novice Courses entry on the day only

White, Yellow, Orange, Light Green and Red courses are available with only entry on the day.  Entry charges on final page.  Competitors will copy courses from master maps.  
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Sport ident


The competition is using Sport Ident electronic punching.  If you do not have a Sport Ident dibber this can be hired for 75p (failure to return the hired card will incur a charge of £17) from the SI Hire point at Registration.  Clear stations will be positioned by the Start.  It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure that each SI control unit is activated by the dibber causing a bleep and flashing light.  If the SI control unit does not operate, stamp your map with the back-up pin punch and explain the situation to one of the Download officials. 

Start


The OK Nuts Trophy Start and a separate Novice/Colour Coded Start are adjacent to one another, very close to the south-west corner of the car park.  Both Starts will have a ‘punching’ start.  

For the OK Nuts Trophy 'call up' is at - 3 minutes and start times will be checked.  Please keep to your allocated start times to assist the general organisation of the competition.  Late competitors will be started, at the starter's discretion, as soon as possible.

Entrants for the Novice /Colour Coded courses will not be given start times, just turn up and wait for a start slot when a master map is available.  You will need a red pen and a clear plastic map case.  Your race time begins after you have copied down the course and used your SI dibber at the start unit.

Spectator Control

A spectator control for courses 1-4 is located to the east of the access road into the car park.  

Finish

There is a joint single finish for the Trophy courses and the Novice/Colour coded course and it is adjacent to the north-west corner of the car park, with the Download close by.  Failure to download will lead to disqualification.  Maps will not be collected.  Do not show your map to anyone who has not yet run.

Map


1:15000 map, approx A4 size, produced by The Mapworks in August 2002.  All Trophy/Age Group courses are pre-printed with courses and will be in sealed bags.  The black x symbol is used for a hide.

Control Descriptions                       

Pictorial descriptions for courses 1 to 12.  Written descriptions for courses 13, 14 and 15.  These should have been included with the posted final details and are also available on the SLOW website.  In addition they will be available at Registration and will also be printed on the front of the map.  
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Course Details

For the Trophy/Age Group courses the lengths, height climb and number of controls are listed on the final page.  

Courses 1-4 are in two parts with two maps, sealed back-to-back in the map bag.  The part one map will finish at the spectator control; the control descriptions will then instruct you to turn over your map.  The part two map will begin with a triangle at the spectator control and finish at the Finish; the part two control descriptions will list the spectator control as a start. Note that the position of the Finish will be marked on both maps- don't let it confuse you!

Out of Bounds

A large area of OOB exists in the central southern part of the map and is fenced off from adjoining areas.  It is understood from Defence Estates that this area contains unexploded ordnance and as such the fence must not be crossed.

Competition Area

This is a military training area and suspicious objects must not be touched or disturbed.  Hankley Common includes areas that have been fenced off for safety reasons (unexploded ordnance) by the military. These fences must not be crossed.  The competition area has a number of general hazards which include trip wires, metal objects and random holes in the ground.
The area is a mixture of open heathland with scattered trees and mixed forest, all being mainly runnable, although the heather is high on some hillsides.  There are some steep slopes and fine contour features.  The area has some unmarked small pits, gullies, seasonal paths and wrecked cars.  The army have left out some marker tapes and there are some newly dug holes and hides.

The general public use the area for walking, horse riding and mountain biking.  Please be courteous and considerate to all of them and in particular to horse riders.

Road crossing
Courses 1-4 cross, at free choice locations, a small access road into the area.  The road crossing will not be manned.  Competitors must take care in crossing this road.

Dangerous deep brick shaft 

A dangerous deep brick shaft (marked on the map with a black v), with no permanent protective barrier is located in an area of woodland about 30 metres south of the small access road.  Only courses 1-7 go anywhere near this feature.  The shaft is surrounded with continuous Yellow and Black tape. 

Cagoules if severe weather conditions


If there are severe weather conditions that require cagoules to be worn or carried, this will be advertised at the Start.  Please note this adjoins the car park.

Whistles 

Competitors are encouraged to carry a whistle, which can then be used in an emergency.  
Courses close at 2.30.  You must report to the Finish             

The courses close at 2.30 and all competitors must report to the Finish by this time and download, even if they retire.  Failure to do this may result in a search party being organised.
